The first volume of Bhasa’s plays starts with Balacaritam which has got
Krisnavatara as its theme and deals with the boyish adventures of Krisna
ending with the slaying of Kansa. The remaining six plays have drawn on
different episodes of Mahabharata for their themes and could be generally
classified as the Mahabharata Plays. Though the episodes have been taken
from Vyasa’s great epic or the Puranas dealing with Krisnavatara there have
been deviations in their presentation and, in the case of the Mahabharata plays,

the characters are not always true to the type and depicted by Vyasa. Apart
from this, there are some episodes that do not find any place in the epic and
should be considered as inventions of the great dramatist for fulfilling his own
objective.

The first volume second part of Bhasa plays deals with some of the
important episodes of Ramayana starting with the disturbed coronation in the
first play of ‘Pratima’ and ending with the ;consecration of Rama along with Sita
in both cases. Though Bhasa has drawbn upon Valmiki for the themes he has
made various deviations and introduced his own innovations.

The third volume of Bhasa’s works starts with the twin plays or
Pratijnayaugandharyam and Svapnavasavadattam centering round
Udayana, the ruler of Vatsa kingdom who had become a legendary
figure in Ujjayani as mentioned by Kalidasa. Avimarakam is a play
with certain mythological and supernatural elements in it, though there
are references to many of the kingdoms of the later Rigvedic period.
The incomplete play Carudattam contains the same theme as dealt with
in Sudrakas Mricchakatikam. It seems to be the work of a mature age
and could very well be the last one left incomplete.

largely a collection of miscellaneous topics. The text includes a similar
coverage on legends of god Shiva and god Vishnu, and dedicates a
section on goddess Shakti as well. Chapters 54-102 of the text discuss
the significance and celebration of Hindu festivals and family
celebrations such as those related to the Samskara (rite of passage). The
chapters 215-227 of the text discuss its theories of the duties of a king
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and good government, while chapters 252-257 weave in a technical
discussion of how to identify a stable soil for home construction,
different architectural designs of a house along with construction-related
ritual ceremonies.

It be a
superfluous attempt to bring all his plays under the prescribed definitions of
the ten types of Rupakas since he himself has never tried to be true to a type.
The first volume of Bhasa’s plays starts with Balacaritam which has got
Krisnavatara as its theme and deals with the boyish adventures of Krisna
ending with the slaying of Kansa. The remaining six plays have drawn on
different episodes of Mahabharata for their themes and could be generally
classified as the Mahabharata Plays. Though the episodes have been taken
from Vyasa’s great epic or the Puranas dealing with Krisnavatara there have
been deviations in their presentation and, in the case of the Mahabharata plays,
the characters are not always true to the type and depicted by Vyasa. Apart
from this, there are some episodes that do not find any place in the epic and
should be considered as inventions of the great dramatist for fulfilling his own
objective.
The first volume second part of Bhasa plays deals with some of the important
episodes of Ramayana starting with the disturbed coronation in the first play of
‘Pratima’ and ending with the ;consecration of Rama along with Sita in both
cases. Though Bhasa has drawbn upon Valmiki for the themes he has made
various deviations and introduced his own innovations.
The third volume of Bhasa’s works starts with the twin plays or
Pratijnayaugandharyam and Svapnavasavadattam centering round Udayana,
the ruler of Vatsa kingdom who had become a legendary figure in Ujjayani as
mentioned by Kalidasa. Avimarakam is a play with certain mythological and
supernatural elements in it, though there are references to many of the
kingdoms of the later Rigvedic period. The incomplete play Carudattam
contains the same theme as dealt with in Sudrakas Mricchakatikam. It seems
to be the work of a mature age and could very well be the last one left
incomplete.

The story of Nala is very popular throught India. Tradition
has accorded to it, more or less, a religious sancatity and it
is widely believed that a recapitulation of the tale destroys
sin and ill luck. Mallinatha the famous commentators has
highlighted the traditional sanctity of the story quoting Mahabharatak, which
according to his samys that the story of Karkotaka the serpent, princess
Damayanti, king Nala and king Rituparna is sure to do away with the evil
effects of Kali.
The work is so popula that some had ascribed it to Kalidasa and it has been
printed in several editions in Devanagari as well as Grantha scripts. Regarding
the authorship of the work there are several views, ascribing the work to
Ravideva and Vasudeva based on the reference found in some manuscripts of
the work. On the whole it is an interesting work and it has been commented
on by a numner of authors. Some of the commentaries have already been
published.
The present publications is a critical edittions of the Yamaka Poem making
use of nearly forty manuscripts in  palm leaves  and
ten printed editions. The commentary Kavihridayadarpana of Srikantha is
edited here for the first time based on the only manuscript of it. This rare
commentary is by far the largest gloss on the work and is extremely useful to
the students of Sanskrit literature.

Sukasandesam is a Message Poem of the 14th century of poet lakshmidasa on
the model of Kalidasa's Meghadutam. The collection ends with two short
hymns dealing with the quintessence of advaita philosophy, so much
compressed into so few words as only the great preceptor Adi Sankara could
have done.
